US 441 from NE 224%™ St. (Orange Ave) North to the County Line: Maintenance project:
Use caution and watch for workers close to the road making spot repairs to the shoulder.

US 441 from NW 11t Street to NW 16" Street: Permit project: Crews are installing
underground utilities. Use caution and watch for workers close to the road.



SR 70 from NE 13" Avenue east to NE 34" Avenue: Maintenance project: Crews are
spraying herbicide on the sidewalks on both the north and south side of SR 70 during the
day.

Monday night, April 18. Details below:

The contractor anticipates a temporary detour route at the 1-4/SR 559 interchange at
night/overnight Monday, April 18 between 10 p.m. and 4 a.m. while crews relocate the
crane. Signs direct westbound -4 traffic to exit at SR 559 (Exit 44), travel across SR 559,
and enter the 1-4 westbound entrance ramp. Law enforcement officers will be present
directing traffic.

Crews are excavating existing slopes along eastbound 1-4 and adjacent to SR 559,
installing roadway signs, demolishing the old bridge in the median, and driving piles for
the new bridge. Watch for trucks entering and leaving the highway. Drive with caution
and watch for traffic shifts and temporary intermittent lane closures, changes in traffic
patterns, and flaggers directing traffic as needed on SR 559.

US 17/92 at CR 54 (Ronald Reagan Parkway)/Kinny Harmon Road in Davenport:
Maintenance permit project: Expect intermittent lane closures both northbound and
southbound on US 17/92 and Ronald Reagan Parkway from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m., Sunday,
April 17, through Saturday, April 23, while crews complete final roadwork. Use caution
and be prepared to stop.

The improvements under this contract consist of highway lighting,
signalization and signing and pavement markings. The expected completion date is the
spring of 2016.

SR 33 (Commonwealth Avenue) at the intersection of Deen Still Road in Polk City:
Construction project: Nighttime work will require lane closures with temporary signals
controlling traffic from each direction for the next several weeks. Four temporary signals
will allow one direction of traffic to access the roundabout at night while crews work on
the traffic separators and curbs.

One signal will shine green, while the remaining three shine red, allowing motorists from
one direction at a time to drive through the roundabout. Motorists should anticipate
longer wait times and expect delays during the evening and overnight.

Temporary signals flash yellow during the day, allowing full use of the roundabout from
all directions until early evening when crews return to complete work on the project.

SARASOTA COUNTY

Sarasota County Advance Traffic Management System (ATMS) Phase 1V: Sarasota County
has contracted with Traffic Control Devises, Inc. (TCD), to upgrade the traffic signal
controllers and equipment for 52 intersections throughout Sarasota County, City of
Sarasota and the City of North Port. The improvements will consist of installing,
integrating and testing the ATMS field elements, including traffic controllers and
cabinets, Closed-Circuit Television (CCTV) cameras, and fiber optic communications
cable and transmission equipment along the roadways. As part of this project, 10
intersections will receive full Americans with Disability Act (ADA) upgrades to meet
current standards.

Expect
nighttime/overnight northbound and southbound lane closures from 9 p.m. to 5 a.m.,
Monday April 18 to Saturday April 24, for paving operations. Pay attention to traffic
signs and barricades throughout the construction project. Stay alert and use caution in the
work zone. Estimated completion is fall 2016. The contractor is Prince Contracting, LLC.

I-75 (SR 93) / University Parkway Diverging Diamond Interchange (DDI)
Sarasota/Bradenton: Construction Project: Temporary intermittent single lane closures
are in place at night/overnight on eastbound and westbound University Parkway from
Cooper Creek Blvd. to Market Street Sunday, April 17 through Friday night, April 22
from 9 p.m.to 7 a.m.

The contractor is installing water main and storm drain throughout the project, widening
the bridge at Foley Creek, excavating soil, paving and installing barrier wall,
signalization work, and constructing the MSE wall.

Pedestrians should follow the
established detour.

SR 776 from Fredann Street to Alameda Grande: Maintenance permit project: Crews are
installing new concrete poles using a crane. Expect nighttime/overnight southbound
outside lane closures from 9 p.m. to 6 a.m. Sunday, May 1 through Saturday, May 7. Use
caution and expect possible delays.

SR 758/Bee Ridge Road/Osprey Avenue from Siesta Drive to Dunn Drive:

Construction project: The traffic currently shifts to the north and low profile barrier wall
and traffic control devices are installed from US 41/Tamiami Trail to east of Sawyer
Road. This shift allows the contractor to close two eastbound lanes to remove the asphalt
and replace storm drainage on the south side of the roadway. There are two lanes of
traffic both east and west and a center turn lane in most areas.

Motorists should use caution while driving through
the work zone and plan additional travel time. Motorists should expect
nighttime/overnight flagging operations between the hours of 9 p.m. and 7 a.m.
